LD1 is the first step in a three year process designed to help youth
gain proficiency and comfort in leadership and responsibility. LD1
focuses on technical or ‘hard’ skills associated with camp including
safety, first aid, out tripping, kayaking, canoeing, ropes courses,
team building and initiatives. LD1s also take part in an extended
off-site out tripping experience to apply and practice newly learned
skills. Successful graduates of LD1 are given preference for spaces
in the following year’s LD2 program.
